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The General Assembly should:

• Support investments of $30 million in Pre-K Counts and $3 million in the Head 
Start Supplemental Assistance Programs to increase the per child rates to 
address staffing shortages and inflation.

• Ensure the Pennsylvania Department of Education implements the Pre-K 
Counts rebidding process without service delivery cuts to current service areas, 
since all Pennsylvania counties have unmet need for publicly-funded pre-k.
